Evon graduated from Lincoln High School in Bessemer City, 
North Carolina in 1960.  After graduation, he was employed by 
Milton Chisley Flower Shop in Washington, DC before entering 
the United States Army.  He was assigned to1st Infantry Division 
at Fort Riley, Kansas, on September 24th.
